On the other hand, more recently coming
the forefront due to a reaction to the above,
there are those who say that God's grace
king and there's no need for any fear, even
fear of God, and His favour is unlimted to us
no matter what we do.

So who is right? Actually neither are!
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We need to live with a
| balanced view of both the
| grace and fear of God. As a

good Father showers love on
his child but sets loving
guidelines for them to follow,
so we, as His children, must
come under both his favour
and his discipline so that we
mature to healthy believers

We read in 1 Peter 4:10 that God's grace comes in many forms.
Most basically there are three aspects to God's grace and it is the
last one that many modern teachers fail to acknowledge.

1. Saving Grace

Paul teaches us, first and foremost that we are saved by God's
grace though our faith in Him and in his redeeming work for us in
Christ (Ephesians 2:8-9). This is not dependent on any work of ours
except our heartfelt belief in Him and what He has done for us that
comes with true repentance. This is totally undeserved,
unconditional and free towards those who truly believe. This is best
summed up by the acronym:

God's Riches At Christ's Expense.
